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The following checklist should be used by XYZ Farms employees to:
· Achieve desired production rates
· Assure healthy living environment and minimize mortality
· Conserve electricity, and fuel
· Reduce air pollutants and solid waste 
1. Dead Removal
1.1. Remove all dead animals and afterbirth daily
1.2. Use dead cart when removing dead animals
1.3. Always have 2 or more people assisting
1.4. Load animal into loader on tractor.
2. Tractor Operation
2.1. Must be approved by manager that employee has had sufficient training and experience in operating tractor and loader.
2.2. Never stand in front of loader or behind tractor.
2.3. Always drive slowly and keep loader as low as possible to avoid turning over or dumping.
2.4. No more than one person on tractor.
2.5. Check fuel/oil daily and allow several minutes for tractor to warm up.
3. Incinerator Operation
3.1. Never open door when incinerator is running or hot.
3.2. No one should ever stand in front of door when being opened.
3.3. Make sure incinerator is turned off and reasonably cool to avoid flare ups upon opening.
3.4. Put sows in first and then dead pigs and afterbirth
3.5. Clean out incinerator every 3 days or as needed
3.6. Bury ashes and cover with at least 24” of dirt
4. Biosecurity
4.1. Always wash and disinfect tractor before returning inside the farm.
4.2. Clean and disinfect buckets
