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The following checklist should be used by x Farms employees to:
· Achieve desired production rates
· Assure healthy living environment and minimize mortality
· Conserve use of water, electricity, and fuel
· Reduce water and pollutant loading in the lagoon
1. Daily Activities (use footbaths/scrub boots before entering/leaving each house)
1.1. Check Room Temperature
1.1.1. Record room temperature on breeding house door chart.  
1.1.2. Record extremely hot or cold days.
1.2. Check Ventilation
1.2.1. Adjust for season. Check minimal ventilation fan and emergency fan
1.2.2. Check cool cells which should be running when temperatures exceed 84 oF.  Make sure cool cell pad is being thoroughly soaked. Eliminate excess water runoff by adjusting flow.
1.3. Check Pits
1.3.1. Check at lower end for blockage of drain or strong ammonia odor
1.3.1.1. If there is blockage/odor then use hose to flush and record event and area on meeting room board
1.3.2. Pits should be pulled 1 time a week.
1.3.3. Make sure recycle pump is working
1.4. Check all waterlines and feed
1.4.1. Feed sows at times designated by manager
1.4.2. Sweep isles after sows have fed.
1.4.3. Look for any leaking waterlines and repair immediately
1.4.4. Make sure all feed dropped to each sow
1.5. Check Each Sow Individually
1.5.1. Make sure sows cleaned up and feed does not hinder water flow where trough water is used.  If a sow does not clean up, ALWAYS check water nipple first, for cause of appetite loss.  Mark for further observation or treatment if sow did not clean up feed.
1.5.1.1. Adjust feed to proper amount relative to age and gestation.
1.5.1.2. Look for abortions and other discharges
1.5.1.3. Get all sows up when being fed.
1.5.1.4. Look for cuts, bad legs and feet while walking behind all sows.
1.6. General Housekeeping
1.6.1.1.   Sweep all isles 
1.6.1.2.    Scrape manure behind sows
1.6.1.3.    Remove all trash and debris
1.6.1.4.    Check all lights, electrical components
1.6.1.5.    Remove all dead
1.6.1.6.    Turn off all lights at end of day
2. Weekly
2.1. Wash water troughs with iodine and scrub with brush.
2.2. Wash fan louvers and blades
2.3. Check and clean water filters
3. Annually or Bi-Annually
3.1. Clean out all recycle lines
3.2. Change water filters
3.3. Flush all manure from pits
