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Things to do related to spraying
· Check and record rainfall and lagoon level daily. Record sheet is located in 3 ring binder in truck.
· Take a waste sample every 60 days.
· Maintain a lagoon level that meets or exceeds regulations (20 inch minimum.) 
· Spray when conditions are right (refer to certification training for Operations of Animal Waste Management manual located in firebox in office.) and under the supervision of the Operator in Charge.
· Overseed with small grain in September-October. 
· Schedule irrigation for maximum use by crop and therefore highest production.
====================================
Proper Spray Technique
1. Move reel to riser.  Hook valve hose from riser to pump.  
2. Pull gun out to stop pull (white PVC pipe).
3. Checklist:
i. Make sure gun spray pattern is right for that zone
ii. Check oil level
iii. Fill gas tank for engine
iv. Grease 2 bearings daily on engine belt drive
v. Grease 2 reel drums bearings (1 on each side of drum) and hose traveler pipe weekly
vi. Spray chain lubricant on hose traveler chain weekly
vii. Change oil in engine 1st of every month
4. Go to pump and prime with vacuum pump.
5. Return to reel and check rubber hose for kinks and leaks.  Make sure gun is spraying properly (full stream of water coming out and gun moving in proper arc)
6. Crank engine. Put reel in proper gear for that zone.  Put reel in gear and get RPM on motor to desired level.
7. Record start time on IRR-1 form located in three-ring binder in truck. Also, record weather condition on IRR-1 in proper box.
8. Proper gear and RPM are located in waste management manual in firebox in office.  
9. Check reel and gun every 30 minutes to make sure reel is pulling and gun is still operating in proper arc.  
10. Check pump and risers for leaks.
11. Watch reel coming in last 10-15 minutes.  Stop pump and record end time on IRR-1 in three-ring binder in truck.
12. If it starts to rain, STOP PUMPING.
