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The following checklist should be used by XYZ Farms employees to:
· Achieve desired production rates
· Assure healthy living environment and minimize mortality
· Conserve electricity, and fuel
· Reduce air pollutants and solid waste 
1. Daily Checklist (Always use foot baths before entering each room)
1.1. Ventilation
1.1.1. Check and record daily temperatures
1.1.2. Set ventilation according to managers guidelines in respect to piglet age.
1.1.3. Check minimal ventilation fan and emergency fans.
1.1.4. Check cool cell operation and adjust to ensure proper pad wetting and avoid excess water loss and usage
1.1.5. Check for obstruction of baffles.
1.2. Feeding and Water
1.2.1. Feed sows according to managers guidelines in respect to days of lactation.
1.2.2. Monitor feed usage on sows card.  Consumption should continue to increase 2 days after birth and until weaning.  
1.2.3. Feed as close to the number of pounds recorded so that the next person will be able to do the same.
1.2.4. Check each water nipple and also the piglet nipple for proper flow.
1.2.5. Get sows up for every feeding 
1.3. Health
1.3.1. Check for bad legs, feet, shoulders and treat accordingly
1.3.2. Check for discharge or drainage
1.3.3. Walk sow around room if not eating
1.3.4. Treat all pigs, check for scours
1.3.5. Always check sows temperature before any other action is taken.
1.4. General Housekeeping
1.4.1. Remove all dead
1.4.2. Sweep all Isles
1.4.3. Scrape behind sows
1.4.4. Remove all trash
2. Weekly Checklist
2.1.1. Spray for insects
2.1.2. Clean water filters
2.1.3. Pressure wash and disinfect rooms that are weaned
2.1.4. Pull all pits, check for blockages
2.1.5. Clean fans and louvers
2.1.6. Restock supplies
